This harmonious musical staging celebrates the women of Broadway: Mama Rose and Gypsy Rose Lee, Maria, Mame, Glinda and Elphaba, and Roxie and Velma. SWC honors these and other unforgettable Broadway characters by shining the spotlight on some of the many great musical numbers for women, about women, and written by women. Adding to the show’s zest and zing will be two celebrated high school musical programs. On Friday, April 10 at 8:00pm performers from Roosevelt High School’s musical theater department will present selections from their favorite Broadway musicals. On Saturday, April 11 at 2:00pm the cast of Redmond High School’s production of Urintown, the Musical! will present scenes and songs from this Tony Award-winning musical. In addition, Seattle Women’s Chorus will travel to Bremerton’s Admiral Theater, April 4, to perform at 7:00pm (tickets $12-$25 www.admiraltheatre.org); and to Olympia, April 14, to perform a FREE concert at St. John’s Episcopal, 3:00pm  
Lullaby of Broadway is SWC’s spectacular tribute to the high-spirited, larger-than-life female characters that grace the Broadway stage. And for what will be their sixth Spring concert, the now 200+ female members will channel the spirits of the unforgettable and unsinkable Molly Brown as well as the funny and fabulous Fanny Brice.

However this powerhouse chorus plans to do much more than just say a simple “Hello” to Dolly. Oh no! These ladies will fill Meany Theater with the songs and spirit that made these inspiring characters—and the divas who played them—famous. The nine-voice, small ensemble, Sensible Shoes, from the Chorus will also deliver their “Strong Woman Number,” a song from Off-Broadway’s groundbreaking I’m Getting My Act Together and Taking it on the Road.
Guinevere (Camelot) and Kim MacAphee (Bye Bye Birdie) will duke it out in a butch/femme contest. Dulcinea, Gigi, Johanna, and Maria will bask in the serenades that made their names famous. Notorious duos and trios belt out “Class” (Chicago) “Bosom Buddies” (Mame) and “If Mama Were Married” (Gypsy). There are nods to recent Broadway shows as well, with selections from Rent, Hairspray, The Wild Party, and even the musical Wicked which has been described as a “... surprisingly feminist Broadway musical” by Vagina Monologues playwright Eve Ensler. She continues, “It tells the story of a complicated relationship between two women, both of whom, in their way, suggest Everywoman.” And to help Lullaby of Broadway achieve more of this “Everywoman” spirit, SWC artistic director Dennis Coleman employed the prodigious talents of the artistic director for San Francisco Gay Men’s Chorus, Dr. Kathleen McGuire, as arranger and orchestrator for the show. “I felt it was important to have a show about women, performed by women, and if not entirely written by women at least adapted and arranged by women.”
