Actress and comedienne Kathy Najimy has enjoyed a sparkling career in television, film and the Broadway stage. Perhaps best known for her 14 seasons as the voice of “Peggy Hill” on the Emmy award winning FOX TV hit King of the Hill, Ms. Najimy is also beloved for her portrayal of the goofily endearing “Sister Mary Patrick” in the blockbuster films Sister Act and Sister Act 2. Ms. Najimy also starred with Bette Midler in Hocus Pocus, and was heard in Pixar's OSCAR winning animated feature Wall-E. Her 20+ other film credits range from Hope Floats to Soapdish to The Wedding Planner to Jeffrey.
Ms. Najimy’s extensive television credits include Desperate Housewives, Chicago Hope, Drop Dead Diva, Ugly Betty, Veronica’s Closet, RuPaul’s Drag Race, Clueless, That's So Raven, and several episodes of Ellen. In 2008 she portrayed series regular Millie Finch—the saucy head of the department at the University—on the CBS drama Numb3rs.

She has been the keynote speaker for over 50 humanitarian organizations all across the country, and was selected as Ms Magazine's’ “Woman of the Year 2005.”
